WHAT IS INOLVED IN BECOMING A COMMITTEE MEMBER

Positions on the Management Committee are open to all residents
who are Share Members. Our Committee is made up of 13
residents from the local area, with an additional 2 positions made
available for Councillors from West Dunbartonshire Council.

If the Association’s Committee is full (15 members) your name will
be placed on a waiting list and will go forward at the next Annual
General Meeting.
